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CONCUSSION IN SPORTS

A concussion is a brain injury and all are serious

Most concussions occur without loss of consciousness
1 Recognition and proper response to concussion when the first occur can help

prevent further injury or even death
The Brain Injury Association of Georgia presented an informational forum on concussions in
sports to a group of coaches and families in the Sandtown Vikings Youth Football League
Sept. 20th. Presenters Richard Kopelmann and Clint Sitton , from  Kopelman Sitton Law
Group and Kopelman Law and Sports Services, spoke about NFL and head
injuries, changes in NFL policy and how this could and should affect the
manner in which to handle concussions. Topics ranged from prevention to
how to diagnose a concussion along with signs and symptoms. Taking the
next steps and recommended evaluations were covered along with the long
term effects of a concussion and brain injuries. The INPACT System Pro-
gram (formerly called the Post-Concussion Assessment and Cognitive Test) was shared by Clint, who had a
son that had sustained a sports concussion and was enrolled in this program through his
school. Clint's son was able to return to play after 2 weeks. The IMPACT system is a
concussion management program used to help determine when concussed players can return
to play. Clubs in the NHL, NBA, auto racing, Olympic organization and high schools and
colleges across Canada and the U.S. are now using the imPACT test to help in concussion
management. Handouts were distributed by BIAG which were provided by the CDC Heads Up
initiative.
